4. Superintendent’s Report

Mr. Tarvin began by reviewing the process of plgdime 2.8 mill bond issue on the November 2018
ballot. He noted that the funding process is chaggs more districts compete for a shrinking pdol o
money. A letter was received July 13, 2018 from®FCC noting that funding for projects approvad
the November ballot could be delayed until the 2021Capital Biennium. It's the district's
understanding that Shelby is within the top tetridis for funding. Failure to pass in Novembeulcb
reduce the district’'s standing on the priority.list

David Conley, Financial Consultant to the distfatthe bond issue noted that sixty percent ofdisérict
bond issues on the May ballot passed, a much htgherusual percentage. As funds are distribiated
other district’s the amount available for futur@jects shrinks.

Mr. Conley and Mr. Tarvin explained to the boardttim light of the recent OFCC letter, options

included staying the course and remaining on theelNier ballot or withdrawing due to cost
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uncertainty of a project that might not be fundmdhediately. Mr. Conley stated his belief thawduld
be to the district’'s advantage to pass the isswoas as possible to begin the process of being
considered for funding. He also noted that nogaxeuld be collected until OFCC funds have been
awarded.

Board members discussed the information providedadimpresent concurred that the best course wa
remain on the November ballot.
